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THE INHERITANCE OF ETERNAL LIFE

A certain Jewish ruler asked Christ, "Teacher, what must I do to inherit eternal life?" The Lord, knowing well
what usually binds a person firmly to the earth, replied, "You lack one thing: sell all that you have and distrib-
ute it to the poor, and you will have treasure near God; and afterwards, follow me." After hearing this, he be-
came very sad and left, unable to follow the Lord's direction. This man had made the attainment of eternal life
the goal of his life. He was sure that he was walking the path leading to this life, because he was satisfied with
his observance of certain basic commandments of the Mosaic Law. However, the Law of the Old Testament is
fulfilled in Christ, who asks for the self-surrender of the person. Thus, when the moment came for him to

choose between God and the material goods that hold him captive to the earth, he does not sacrifice anything
for God.

Spiritual delusion

Perhaps this man did not expect things to unfold this way. He was living in a state of spiritual delusion. His
holy intentions to inherit eternal life were diametrically opposed to his egocentric pursuits. The ruler desired
perfection but built it on his wealth. If he wanted eternal life, it was to enjoy what he had and possessed on
earth. Therefore, his religiosity covered only a part of his life, the one that was visible externally, and not the
whole of it. This is why at the critical moment of decision, created by the Lord, he abandons and leaves. Our
spiritual effort is not defined only by hearing God's word and following certain commandments. It is projected
and clarified as a process of creating a new, renewed life. Thus, our problem is not merely to become better
than we are at a given moment, but to overcome the illness of spiritual inadequacy, to experience the good
transformation, and to become a new creation. Without a doubt, to the Gospel of Christ, we say "Yes!" How-
ever, we also say "yes" to the things we desire. This dichotomy results in a spiritual life to the point of delu-
sion.

The power of God

An authentic Christian should always be a person who is vigilant and concerned, living in a state of compunc-
tionate uncertainty. After all, who would dare claim that he is certain of a place in the Kingdom of God? What
seems difficult and impossible for man, however, to be wholly dedicated to God, is possible by the Grace of
God. So long as we desire it.

Reverend Clergy, Esteemed Presidents and Members of the Parish Councils and Members of the Direct Archdiocesan District Par-
ishes,

Christ is in our midst!

As we approach the season for Parish Council Elections and prepare to schedule Fall General Assemblies partly for the purpose of

nominating candidates for election, please be reminded:

1. A candidate for the Parish Council must be a parishioner in good standing of the Parish for at least one (1) year immediately
preceding the date of the election and must live his or her life in accordance with the Faith and canons of the Holy Church.
Most importantly, one cannot serve on the parish council if they do not attend worship services regularly. Especially the Divine
Liturgy. The Parish Priest determines whether a parishioner is in good standing both canonically (spiritually and liturgically)
and financially as specified in Article 18, Sections 1 through 3 of the 2019 edition of the Uniform Parish Regulations in order
for anyone to be considered a candidate to run for parish council. (Uniform Parish Regulations, Article 25, Section 2) Just as
the parish priest signs off for lay people to serve as sponsors in the holy sacraments of the Church, so too the parish priest must
give his blessing for anyone to serve on the parish council according to the Uniform Parish Regulations. Therefore, those who
wish to be considered a candidate to run for parish council must make an appointment to meet with their parish priest in order
to receive his blessing.

2. Inaccordance with Article 25, Section 3.A of the 2019 edition of the Regulations, ALL candidates for election to the Parish
Council are required to attend a seminar at which the regulations are explained. If a candidate for the Parish Council does not
attend a seminar and sign the candidate’s Affirmation Statement and Conflict Disclosure Statement, his/her name shall be delet-
ed from the list of candidates (only under extenuating circumstances and only with prior permission from this office may a per-
son be included on the list of candidates with the stipulation that they will attend the seminar before they take the oath of of-
fice).

3. After he or she meets with their parish priest and is blessed by him to run, he or she may attend a candidate seminar. CLICK
HERE to view the 2024 Schedule of Parish Council Seminars. Please duplicate and give a copy to ALL potential candidates as
soon as possible. Ask them to attend a seminar early so that in case something extenuating arises, they still have the option to
attend another seminar. An in-person seminar will be scheduled soon for our parishes in Washington D.C., and Silver Springs,
MD. A virtual seminar will be scheduled soon for our beloved Bahamas parish only. In-person attendance for Parish Council
seminars will be strictly enforced.

4. At the conclusion of the seminar, candidates will be asked to complete THREE forms: (a) Candidate’s Affirmation Statement,
available in English or Greek, should be signed and submitted to the clergy of the parish hosting the seminar, who will retum it
to my office; (b) a Certificate of Participation which MUST be signed and validated by the clergyman who hosted the seminar
and returned by the candidate to the Board of Elections of the candidate’s own parish. Unless this form is properly completed
and submitted to the Board of Elections that person’s name should not be placed on the ballot; (¢) the Conflict Disclosure State-
ment must be signed by the candidate and also presented by the candidate to the Board of Elections of the candidate’s parish.
The Certificates of Participation and the Conflict Disclosure Statements must be sent together with the Parish’s Election results
to the Chancellery.

5. Please direct each candidate to the Uniform Parish Regulations by CLICKING HERE, which they SHOULD read before the
seminar. As always, my office will strictly adhere to the requirements outlined by the regulations, and therefore, everyone wish-
ing to be eligible for parish council must do their utmost to fulfill their obligations by following the procedures outlined above.
A copy of this memo should be duplicated and given to each person interested in running for your parish council so that they
are fully aware of their responsibilities.

Parish Council elections must be held no earlier than the first Sunday in November, and no later than the second Sunday in Decem-
ber.

In the very near future, we will open online registration for Parish Council Seminars.
