SUNDAY OF THE PUBLICAN AND THE PHARISEE

SECULAR AND CHRIST-CENTERED WISDOM

Today marks the beginning of the comprehensive period of the Triodion, during which we are invited to embark on a
journey of introspection and self-criticism, leading us to a better understanding of ourselves and a more complete experience of
the divine events that will follow. Our Church, during this period, with targeted scriptural readings, helps us decisively in achiev-
ing the aforementioned spiritual goals.

In this approach follows the scriptural reading we heard today, in which the Apostle Paul offers Timothy guidelines for
spiritual life which concern us all. Among other things, he points out to him to never forget that from his infancy he has known
and has been taught the Word of God, which can make him wise, leading him to "salvation in Christ."

The value of the Word of God

The first thing we observe is how the Word of God can make a person wise and lead him to his perfection. This apostol-
ic principle contrasts with the worldly perception of wisdom, which promotes as wise those who are distinguished by their high
intelligence, excellent academic skills, and outstanding achievements in art, philosophy, and other fields. The world accepts these
persons as wise, who are often excessively promoted by worldly communication systems to be imposed as such.

The wisdom of God

In the ecclesiastical view, wisdom comes from above. It is spread among people, regardless of their educational level or
the degree of their recognition. The true wisdom of God is identified with the person of Jesus Christ, who, according to Saint
Basil the Great, is wisdom Himself, which means that wise is the one who is constantly perfected by participating in the life of
Christ, as Christ is the wisdom.

In the Old Testament, we see that wisdom was associated with the concept of God. "The fear of the Lord is the begin-
ning of wisdom," proclaimed David. The truly wise person respects and believes in God, adopts His commandments, and under-
stands that, alone, he is incapable of achieving anything, but owes and depends everything on the absolute divine wisdom. The
opposite attitude, which denies the existence and grandeur of God, causes arrogance and solely exalts human intelligence. It
forms a perception of wisdom that becomes dangerous, self-destructive, and precarious. It may temporarily cause admiration, but
in the eyes of God, it appears as absolute foolishness, as "the wisdom of this world is foolishness in God's sight" (1 Cor. 3:19).

VWith goodness and love

Saint Justin Popovi¢ said, "With intelligence and without goodness and affection, man is like the devil... the devil is
great intelligence without a trace of goodness and love. But man is the same when he lacks kindness and love. The intelligent
man, without kindness and compassion, is hell for my affectionate soul, for my embittered heart, for my innocent eyes, for my
humble being. From my soul, only one desire springs forth: not to live either in this world or the next beside a person who is only
intelligent, without goodness and compassionate affection. Only then do I accept immortality and eternity."

We see how differently the world and the Church perceive things. Our faith does not deny wisdom and knowledge.
However, it highlights their true value in the logic of the Gospel and the life of Christ. The true wisdom of God is achieved
through continuous study of the Word of God, faith in Christ, and love for God and people. This wisdom makes us true human
beings, gives meaning to our present life, and opens the way to eternity, which may we all achieve. Amen!

Archepiscopal Encyclical on the Feast of Saint Photios, Patriarch of Constantinople
February 6, 2025

Unto the Most Reverend and Right Reverend Hierarchs, Pious Priests and Deacons, the Monks and Nuns, Presidents and
Members of Parish Councils, Honorable Archons of the Ecumenical Patriarchate, Members of Leadership 100, the Day and After-
noon Schools, Philoptochos Societies, the Youth, Greek Orthodox Organizations, and the entirety of the Christ-named Plenitude of
the Holy Archdiocese of America:

Fire-breathing Orator, Teacher of the Oikumene, Divine Presider of Constantinople....
(Vesperal Hymn of the Saint)

Beloved sisters and brothers in Christ,

It is very hard to overestimate the importance of Saint Photios the Great, Patriarch of Constantinople, a true defender of the
Orthodox Faith. To describe him as “fire-breathing” makes him sound a bit like a dragon. But what we should take away from such
poetic embellishment is the passionate, profound and unwavering faith of the Ninth Century Ecumenical Patriarch, who not only
championed the Faith of the Apostles in the face of innumerable challenges, but was deeply devoted to sharing that Faith with the
world.

He was a believer in bringing the Gospel to the world that knew not the Lord Jesus Christ, and he actively worked to
spread the Good News among the Slavic Peoples. To this end, he empowered two brothers from Thessaloniki, Saints Cyril and
Methodios, to evangelize them. Saint Cyril (a student of Saint Photios when he presided at the University of Constantinople) de-
vised an alphabet for the languages they found called the Glagolitic Script, which is the origin of the alphabet we call Cyrillic and is
still in use throughout the Slavic world today. To think of the genius of these apostolic pioneers, who achieved such greatness with-
out any of the technological advantages we have today, is to glimpse a truly miraculous stewardship of the Teachings of Christ. If
you compare the accomplishments of these brothers with the noise we experience today on the Internet and Social Media platforms,
you will begin to understand that true Doctrine is passed on from one person to another, face to face. Not accelerated by algorithms,
but advanced by the Spirit of God working in the lives of holy men and women.

Our Saint Photios Greek Orthodox National Shrine, an Institution of our Sacred Archdiocese of America, commemorates a
different kind of evangelist, but one just as human as those wonderworking Saints. The Shrine commemorates the lives of the first
Greek Orthodox immigrants to America, who brought the Orthodox Faith to these blessed shores along with their dreams for a bet-
ter tomorrow. Intentionally, or unintentionally, these ancestors of our Church served as missionaries and apostolic delegates to
America, as they founded community after community. Their preaching may not have been “fire-breathing,” but they lit the fire of
Orthodoxy on this continent.

Therefore, on this Feast of Saint Photios, let us remember these pioneers, whose sacrifices made possible the incredible
opportunities we have today to live our Orthodox Faith in the public square. They are worthy of the same quest for which Saint Pho-
tios commissioned Saints Cyril and Methodios. In thanksgiving for them, let us support the Saint Photios Shrine in every way we
can, honoring the memory of those who came before us, and building a better future for the next generation of Faithful.

Message from the Archiepiscopal Vicar of Astoria

Beloved Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

On this blessed Sunday, as we enter the Triodion period (the pre-Lenten and Great Lent peri-
od), the Church calls on us to reflect on the parable of the Publican and the Pharisee (Luke 18:10-14).
This is not just some story from the past, but a mirror held up before our own hearts. It is a teaching
that makes us think about how we come before God, come to our neighbors, and come to our-
selves.

The Pharisee did good outwardly — he fasted, gave alms, and followed the Law. But his pride
prevented him. He did not seek to be with God. He sought the praise of men. The Publican stood at
a distance, humble and pleading, ‘O God, be merciful to me, a sinner!” His prayer was brief, but it
was genuine, and it brought about the open door of divine mercy.

This parable teaches us that true righteousness is not the result of strutting around and boast-
ing about the good things one has done but instead of coming before God with humility. Our spiritu-
al journey, especially as we prepare for Great Lent, starts with acknowledging our sins and turning to God
with a repentant heart. The Lord does not look down on the humble heart but rather exalts them.

As we begin this holy time of preparation for Great Lent, we ask ourselves, ‘Do we desire to
honor, or do we desire to change? Am I concerned with how I compare to others, or am I con-
cerned with how my heart measures up to Christ’s love?’ It is a virtue that we all are called to seek
to cultivate, and that is humility, for without it, there can be no spiritual growth.

Saint Basil the Great says, “Never place yourself above anyone, not even great sinners.” It is
humility that saves a sinner. May God grant us a spirit of repentance as that of a Publican, that having been
forgiven, we may return home justified and restored by His grace.
