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AI'TOY TETPOY KAI ITAYAOY—SAINTS PETER & PAUL

A CLASH OF TWO WORLDS

In the persons of the Apostles Peter and Paul, whom we honor today, two worlds collided: the old, represented by
Peter, and the new, represented by Paul. Peter could not escape his Jewish past. He believed that in the Church, we must up-
hold the will of Christ, but we could not sever ties with the Law of Moses. Paul taught that what saves us is faith in Christ. He
understood that within the Church, a Christ-centered ethos is formed; there are no divisions, everything is new.

The Apostolic Council

Peter was not opposed to all this, but he could not free himself from his Jewish background, to offend the base of the
early Christian Church, who were the Judaeans. Thus, the conflict arose which took on fierce dimensions within the frame-
work of the early Church. However, it did not result in a rupture, but was resolved at the Apostolic Council, convened in 49
AD in Jerusalem. This was the first Council in Church which was convened in the history of the Church, and remains a model
of conciliar life which is followed even today. There, the problems and disagreements were discussed, and Peter was persuad-
ed that they must move forward and part from the past. Within the Church, there cannot be different expressions of faith or
divergent traditions; we are all one body, the Body of Christ, and what saves us is the Grace of God and our faith in Him.

This was the historic decision of the first Apostolic Council in Jerusalem, through which the umbilical cord that tied
the Church to the synagogue, the old to the new, was cut. If this decision had not been made, and if the Church had not once
and for all severed ties with the synagogue, Christianity would have been nothing more than a mere heresy of Judaism.

Christ: The Sole Authority

The story of the two apostles leads us to three very important conclusions. The first: Disagreements can exist among
the Greats of history and the Saints of the Church. If, however, from among them the sense of love leaves, then they may re-
main Great, but not Saints, for sainthood is not grounded in stubbornness and egotism. It is founded in love, in humility, in
yielding, and in the struggle for unity.

The second point: there are no infallible people in the Church; there are no ultimate authorities. The only infallible
one, and the only true authority, is Christ and the Church when it expresses itself synodally. There may be differing opinions,
strong disagreements, but these must be addressed within the synodal framework of the Church’s functioning. Wherever there
is a sense of infallibility, there we encounter heresy, something the Christian Church has paid dearly for in its history, as it led
to the greatest Christian schism of all ages.

There is also a third conclusion: Disagreements can occur on all levels: social, political, familial. But, O woe, if they
lead to ruptures and stir up civil conflict among people. The only way they can be resolved is within the framework of love
and unity, which are achieved only through democratic processes, processes that our Church was the first to teach and the first
to uphold.

The Holy Apostles as our exemplars

It is clear, then, how significant the holy Apostles Peter and Paul are to the Church throughout the world. For this rea-
son, let us not leave them gazing at us wistfully from the iconostasis of our Churches while we follow a different path than the
one they marked out. Instead, let us place them within our lives, our families, and our political and social reality. Their way of
life, their response to problems, and the manner in which they faced them, have much to say and teach us even today.
