Message from the Archiepiscopal Vicar of Astoria

On the Feast of the Holy Apostle Thomas — October 6

Beloved brothers and sisters in Christ,

On October 6, our Holy Church honors the memory of Saint Thomas the Apostle, one of the
twelve disciples chosen by the Lord to become apostles and preachers of the Gospel. Although we
often remember Thomas for his doubt, his life and his confession are examples of faith, devotion, and
witness, showing us that the road to Christ often passes through sincere searching and courageous
confession.

The History of the Feast

Saint Thomas, also called Didymus (“the Twin”), was from Galilee and became one of the
closest disciples of Christ. After the Resurrection, he initially struggled to believe the testimony of the
other Apostles, saying: “Unless I see in His hands the mark of the nails... I will not believe” (John
20:25). But when Christ appeared again, Thomas touched the wounds of the Risen Lord and made the
deepest confession of faith: “My Lord and my God!” (John 20:28).

After Pentecost, the Apostle Thomas traveled far to preach the Gospel. According to tradition,
he reached Parthia, Persia, and even India, where he established Christian communities and ended his
life in martyrdom. To this day, millions of Christians in India preserve the living memory of the
Apostle.




Message from the Archiepiscopal Vicar of Astoria (Continued)

Saint Thomas in Our Lives

The story of Saint Thomas speaks to each of us personally. Many of us have doubts,
questions, and struggles in our faith. The Apostle Thomas shows us that these are not obstacles but
can become a path to true faith. His doubt was transformed into confession, his searching into
witness, and his weakness into strength.

We, too, are called to make the same confession as Thomas: “My Lord and my God!” This is not
merely a phrase but a declaration that Christ is the center of our existence, of our lives, and of our daily
struggle. Christ is the One who heals our wounds and gives meaning to all things.

The Message of the Feast

The Feast of Saint Thomas calls us to a faith that is both personal and missionary. It reminds us:

e To bring our doubts sincerely before Christ, trusting that He will meet us with His peace and
answer our questions and uncertainties. We need to be spiritually awake to recognize the signs God
places in our lives and to discern them rightly.
¢ To confess Him not only with words but with our entire Christian life.
e To become witnesses of the Risen Lord in our families, our schools, our workplaces, and our
community.
e To carry the Gospel to all people, just as Thomas traveled to the ends of the earth, so that Christ
may be known everywhere.

Beloved, may the courage, humility, and zeal of Saint Thomas strengthen our faith. Let us not be
afraid of our questions, but allow them to lead us to Christ, who is the Truth. And let us walk with joy,
confessing in every circumstance: “My Lord and my God!”
