Message from the Archiepiscopal Vicar of Astoria
On the Feast of St. Joseph the Hesychast — August 16

Beloved brothers and sisters in Christ,

Though the official feast of Saint Joseph the Hesychastis on August 16, we felt it was too important to
pass by in silence. And so, in this Sunday’s bulletin, we honor this remarkable Saint whose life continues to
awaken hearts across the world and especially here in America.

Saint Joseph didn’t live in a distant era of legend. He was born in 1897 and fell asleep in the Lord in 1959. His
world wasn’t so different from ours: marked by wars, upheaval, disillusionment, and rapid change. Yet amid
the noise of modernity, he chose silence. He gave himself completely to prayer, repentance, and the hidden
life with God on Mount Athos.

His name, "Hesychast," means one who lives in hesychia, a deep inner stillness. But that stillness wasn’t pas-
sive. It was a fiery labor of the heart. Saint Joseph poured his whole being into the Jesus Prayer, “Lord Jesus
Christ, Son of God, have mercy on me,” repeating it night and day, with every breath, until his heart and the
name of Christ were indistinguishable.

Why does this matter for us? Because Saint Joseph proves that holiness is possible even in our time.
Not just in caves or deserts, but in apartments and offices, in traffic and in grief, in the chaos of our world. We
may not live on Mount Athos, but we can carry a little Athos within us. We can practice inner stillness, even
for a few minutes. We can whisper the Jesus Prayer on the subway, between meetings, or as we fall asleep.

We can trade anxiety for silence, distraction for prayer, fear for faith.

But his legacy didn’t end with his repose. One of his closest disciples, Elder Ephraim of Ari-
zona, left the stillness of Mount Athos and, by God’s providence, came to the United States some 30
years later after the repose of Saint Joseph. Here, he planted the seeds of Athonite monasticism on
American soil. He founded more than a dozen monasteries across the country, places where the
spirit of Saint Joseph lives on: in the silence, in the Divine Liturgy, in the unceasing prayer of the
heart.

Through Elder Ephraim, the Jesus Prayer was not only preserved, but given to us, here, in
our land. This short phrase, simple enough for a child, has become a lifeline for countless Orthodox
Christians in America. “Lord Jesus Christ, Son of God, have mercy on me.” It doesn’t require a mon-
astery, only a willing heart.

Saint Joseph teaches us that the path to God is not reserved for a few. It’s open to all who are
willing to struggle, to repent, to be purified by grace. His life wasn’t easy; he endured hunger, cold,
temptations, and deep spiritual warfare, but through it all, he remained anchored in Christ. And
now, from the heavenly realm of the Saints, he intercedes for us.

May the Jesus Prayer become our steady companion as we walk the often noisy and difficult

road of life.

Saint Joseph the Hesychast, pray for us.
