Message from the Archiepiscopal Vicar of Astoria -
On the Feast of the Conception of Saint John the Baptist — September 23
Beloved brothers and sisters in Christ,

On September 23, our Holy Church celebrates the wondrous Conception of Saint John
the Baptist, the Forerunner of our Lord. This feast teaches us the marvelous beginning of his life
and his unique role in God’s plan for the salvation of the world —that is, the union of all people
with the love of God.

The Life and Mission of the Forerunner.

Saint John was miraculously born to the elderly priest Zacharias and his wife Elizabeth,
who had been barren. His birth was foretold by the Archangel Gabriel, who declared that the
child would be “great before the Lord” and would prepare the people to receive Christ. From
the very beginning of his life, the grace and purpose of God in the plan of salvation for the hu-
man race were evident upon him.

Later, he lived in the wilderness, clothed in camel’s hair and nourished by locusts and
wild honey. His entire life was dedicated to one mission: to prepare the people for the coming
of the Messiah. With boldness and truth, he called them to repentance and baptized them in the
Jordan River as a sign of cleansing and renewal.

When the time came, with divine insight, Saint John pointed to Jesus, the Messiah-Christ,
and cried out: “Behold, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world.” In this way, he
fulfilled his sacred mission as the Foreruiner —the one who goes before Christ, opening the way to the
Kingdom of God.




Why He Is Important for Us Today

The Church calls John the Forerunner also because he shows us how to live as true disciples
of Christ. His humility is a modet for us all: although crowds followed him, he did not seek honor
or glory. Instead, he said of Christ, “He must increase, but I must decrease.” His voice still re-
sounds today, teaching us to furn away from sin and all that separates us from God, to prepare our
hearts for the Lord, and to live in truth and repentance.

I the life of the Honorable Forerunner, we see that God calls every person for a purpose. Just as
his miraculous conception, birth, and life were woven into God’s plan of our salvation, so too our own
lives form part of God’s great plan. Each of us is called to be a forerunner in our own way, preparing
the way of Christ in our tamilies, our communities, and the world around us. By living a genuine and
sincere Christian life, we teach the world about Christ, proclaim repentance, and prepare for the Second
Coming of Christ—when He will come to judge the living and the dead by the measure of love, and
when we shall be unjted with Him forever. We can all be forerunners. of Christ.

A Prayer for His Intercessions
As we honor Saint John the Forerunner, let us ask for his prayers:
* That he may inspire us to live with repentance and truth.
e That he may help us prepare a place in our hearts for Christ.
» That he may guide us with his humility and courage in our daily witness to the Gospel.

Through his holy intercessions, may we walk taithfully with Christ, who is our Light and our
Salvation.
