OUR MEETING WITH CHRIST
We could say that today's Gospel passage is an acquired hope and joy for us, because the love of
God, if we would wish, will save each of us, no matter how sinful we may be. Until the end of our lives,
Christ will be trying to meet us many times. If we accept Him once personally, He will change our lives
and will lead us to salvation. Let us follow Zacchaeus in the search for Christ.

Jesus and Zacchaeus

Zacchaeus was a tax collector, a person hated in society, since his profession was intertwined
with theft, fraud and lying. There was no respect, no appreciation for his person from anyone. People
hated him and he lived and coexisted with the passion of avarice. But he learned that Christ came to Jeri-
cho. He was sure that if he would meet Him, he could change his passionate life. It seems that his greed,
but also his isolation from society had tired him out. Riches and material pleasures did not give him the
happiness he was waiting for. So, he heard that Christ embraces and speaks with the just and the unjust,
with the healthy and the sick, with Jews and foreigners. Perhaps he recognized his apostasy from God, and
he found the opportunity to change his life.
He didn't care what people would say, nor what he had done in the past. He just wanted to meetChrist. Be-
cause he was short, he climbed a tree, a sycamore, to call out to Christ, for Him to see him. Immediately
Christ's gaze falls on Zacchaeus, whom He calls by his name. This personal call shows that Zacchaeus had
repented and wanted to be saved. He publicly confesses, he corrects his mistakes, returning the money
fourfold. Practical repentanceleads to salvation and invites Christ into our lives.
Meeting Christ

In order to meet Christ, we must also follow the tactics of Zacchaeus. First, we must hear the
voice our conscience, which urges us to find Christ. Secondly, we must decide to leave our own tax office,
which we feed with our egotism mainly, and to put Christ in the center of our life, instead of ourselves.
Third, we should not count the opinionof people when it is opposed to the word of Christ. We should not
be interested in people's opinion, but in the example of Christ, the Virgin Mary, and the Saints. When we
meet Christ,then our rebirth will come about. When Zacchaeus met Christ, he became made charitable in-
stead of avaricious, from a god -hater,i.e. a denier of God - a god-lover, and from being a sinner, a repen-
tant image of God. Let us always remember the person of the sinful publican in our lives, because it will
remind us that Christ is love, and wants every sinner to be saved, so long aswe meet Him with a disposi-
tionto repent, in order to enjoy all that He has prepared in the Kingdom of Heaven for us sinners. May the
person of the head publican Zacchaeus inspire us on our way, and let us have repentance as the purpose of
our life so that we can meet Christ

Presentation of the Lord in the

Temple
The Mother of God, obedient to the teach-

ings of the Old Testament, presents the Christ
Child to the Temple forty days after His birth. The
icon depicts St. Symeon’s encounter with the in-
fant Messiah. Symeon had been promised that he
would not see death until he beheld the "Anointed
of the Lord." Upon seeing the Child Symeon
praises God saying: "Lord, now You are letting
Your servant depart in peace, according to Your
word; For my eyes have seen Your salvation
which You have prepared before the face of all
people, A light to bring revelation to the Gentiles,
And the glory of Your people Israel."

The imagery of this event depicts Symeon
as all that was good, all that was God-seeking in
the Old Testament community. Thus, in the per-
son of Symeon we see that the Old Testament is
fulfilled in Christ! Now we are illuminated by the
dawn of a new promise, the Age of Redemption
and salvation in Christ our Lord.

The icon also depicts the Prophetess Anna who
was in the Temple the day Jesus was presented in
accordance with the law of Moses. She acknowl-
edges the Infant Jesus as the Redeemer of human-
kind by telling everyone about the redemption of
Israel. In some icons of this event she holds a
scroll that reads: "This child has created the
heaven and the earth!"

We continue to follow this example when present-
ing our children to the Church for a blessing on
the fortieth day after their birth. This pious prac-
tice of the faithful enables us to rediscover Christ,
to meet Him again, and to affirm Him as our Lord
and Savior. It does not stop, however, at this forty
day blessing of a child.

In the Presentation of our Lord to the Temple, two
young pigeons are offered to God’s House by Jo-
seph and the Theotokos. They thank God in offer-
ing their material goods. The promise to Symeon
is fulfilled as he sees with his own eyes the Sav-
ior; the prayers of the prophetess are answered as
she beholds the Redeemer because the Lord
blesses those who follow Him. Faithful STEW-
ARDSHIP is our acknowledgement that Jesus is
the Christ, our Lord and Savior.

Pray with your family and beseech God to direct
you in your participation in the holy ministry of
our Church. Then give to your Church as God has
prospered you.
