LIGHT AND LIFE DAWNED FOR US
In today's Gospel passage, Christ learns about John’s imprisonment. He leaves Nazareth and goes
to Capernaum, a populous city by the lake of Gennesaret. The Baptist is setting — he is withdraw-
ing from the foreground - because the light has come. He completed his mission, preparing people
to accept the Messiah, and Christ, just as He quietly came to earth, so He quietly begins his
preaching. However, the power of His speech is so effective, so true, that the people immediately
see Him, hear Him and follow Him. It was not by chance that He began his preaching in Galilee.
Those who live in the land which death overshadows The area was a commercial center and be-
cause of the association of Jews with idolaters, the Jews had forgotten God and His law. That is
why the mental and spiritual condition of the people there is characterized by the words
"darkness" and "death". From darkness and death, Christ begins the preaching of repentance, to
give light and life to His people, who live in sin, injustice, and moral degradation. Christ went
alone to save them, to enlighten their conscience, and for them to drive away the darkness of sin.
Only the light of Christ's teaching can illuminate our hearts and minds. He assured us that He is
light and life, and whoever follows Him will never live in darkness. This course and continuity is
His Church, within which Christ is experienced, and man is reborn. Every Christian is enlight-
ened, and then can transfer Christ’s light to society. Despite everything that Christ gives us, how-
ever, we people live in darkness and sin, because, as the evangelist John says, the sinful person,
who is immersed in passions, hates the light, and fears it, so that his works do not show. Thus, we
also, many times daily also, do not want Christ, we deny Him, we drive Him away with the way
we live, and we scorn Him. Our passions, like thick clouds, hide the light in our lives, which is
Christ, they prevent us from enjoying our life, which is filled with darkness. However, Christ is
waiting for us steadfastly like the sun, to illuminate us. To drive away the passionate clouds that
prevent us from seeing Him. With repentance we come to the light How can we change this situa-
tion? The Lord tells it to us today with "Be ye repenting, for the Kingdom of the Heavens ap-
proached." Repentance is not a feeling of guilt or sorrow for sin. Repentance is a change of mind,
a transformation of our vision. It is a new way of seeing ourselves, others, and God. It is reposi-
tioning the center of our life in Christ. Repentance means to open our eyes to the divine radiance,
which leads to eternity. Repentance means, finally, that we recognize good and evil, love and hate,
and we choose and believe in the love of Christ. Only then will our life be filled with light, our
heart with joy, and our world with happiness.

BRETHREN, grace was given to each of us according
to the measure of Christ's gift. Therefore it is said,
"When he ascended on high he led a host of captives,
and he gave gifts to men." (in saying, "He ascended,"
what does it mean but that he had also descended into
the lower parts of the earth? He who descended is he
who also ascended far above all the heavens, that he
might fill all things.) And his gifts were that some
should be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists,
some pastors and teachers, to equip the saints for the
work of ministry, for building up the body of Christ,
until we all attain to the unity of the faith and of the
knowledge of the Son of God, to mature manhood, to
the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ.

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The Gospel According to Matthew 4:12-17

At that time, when Jesus heard that John had been ar-
rested, he withdrew into Galilee; and leaving Nazareth
he went and dwelt in Capernaum by the sea, in the ter-
ritory of Zebulun and Naphtali, that what was spoken
by the prophet Isaiah might be fulfilled: "The land of
Zebulun and the land of Naphtali, toward the sea,
across the Jordan, Galilee of the Gentiles, the people
who sat in darkness have seen a great light, and for
those who sat in the region and shadow of death light
has dawned." From that time Jesus began to preach,
saying, "Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at
hand."




January 17 - Anthony the Great

Saint Anthony, the Father of monks, was born in Egypt in 251 of pious parents who departed this life
while he was yet young. On hearing the words of the Gospel: "If thou wilt be perfect, go and sell what
thou hast, and give to the poor" (Matt. 19:21), he immediately put it into action. Distributing to the
poor all he had, and fleeing from all the turmoil of the world, he departed to the desert. The manifold
temptations he endured continually for the span of twenty years are incredible. His ascetic struggles by
day and by night, whereby he mortified the uprisings of the passions and attained to the height of dis-
passion, surpass the bounds of nature; and the report of his deeds of virtue drew such a multitude to
follow him that the desert was transformed into a city, while he became, so to speak, the governor, law-
giver, and master-trainer of all the citizens of this newly-formed city. The cities of the world also en-
joyed the fruit of his virtue. When the Christians were being persecuted and put to death under Maxi-
minus in 312, he hastened to their aid and consolation. When the Church was troubled by the Arians,
he went with zeal to Alexandria in 335 and struggled against them in behalf of Orthodoxy. During this
time, by the grace of his words, he also turned many unbelievers to Christ. Saint Anthony began his as-
cetic life outside his village of Coma in Upper Egypt, studying the ways of the ascetics and holy men
there, and perfecting himself in the virtues of each until he surpassed them all. Desiring to increase his
labors, he departed into the desert, and finding an abandoned fortress in the mountain, he made his
dwelling in it, training himself in extreme fasting, unceasing prayer, and fierce conflicts with the de-
mons. Here he remained, as mentioned above, about twenty years. Saint Athanasios the Great, who
knew him personally and wrote his life, says that he came forth from that fortress "initiated in the mys-
teries and filled with the Spirit of God." Afterwards, because of the press of the faithful, who deprived
him of his solitude, he was enlightened by God to journey with certain Bedouins, until he came to a
mountain in the desert near the Red Sea, where he passed the remaining part of his life. Saint Athana-
sios says of him that "his countenance had a great and wonderful grace. This gift also he had from the
Savior. For if he were present in a great company of monks, and any one who did not know him previ-
ously wished to see him, immediately coming forward he passed by the rest, and hurried to Anthony, as
though attracted by his appearance. Yet neither in height nor breadth was he conspicuous above others,
but in the serenity of his manner and the purity of his soul." So Passing his life, and becoming an exam-
ple of virtue and a rule for monastics, he reposed on January 17 in the year 356, having lived altogether
some 105 years.
