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LOVE IN THE BODY OF THE CHURCH  
With today's Epistle passage, the Apostle Paul gives the guidelines for the believer to appropriate the communion of 
the love of Christ and thus contribute to its uninterrupted circulation in the Body of the Church, in every person, in 
the whole creation. Because, when man understands that God's love is vast and that while we were spiritually dead 
because of our transgressions, God gave us life again together with Christ (Eph. 2:5), then he undergoes the "good 
change". He recognizes that the entire creation and human beings are a gift, a gift of God's love and that man does 
not belong to himself, but to God. And acceptance of this truth signals a new ethos, a new attitude of life on the part 
of the believer, so that not only himself, but also nothing of what he has, does he consider exclusively his. Thus, he 
feels that dependence on God becomes the reason for experiencing freedom in Christ as a communion of love and 
offering; as independence from self-centeredness, rationalism, and selfishness. 
  
The historical context  
In the Second Letter to the Corinthians, from which our passage comes, Paul speaks at length about the generous 
offering of the Churches of Macedonia to the Christians of Jerusalem. He informs the Corinthians that the Macedo-
nians offered more than what they were able to offer, and even asked as a favor to be allowed to participate in this 
ministry of love. Thus, the Apostle expresses the certainty that the Corinthians will also not fall behind in this work; 
he urges them to show the genuineness of their own love for the indigent people of Jerusalem. As a model of love, 
he projects the Lord himself, who, as he writes, "being rich, became poor for you, so that you may become rich by 
his poverty" (2 Cor. 8:9). Poverty is the condescension, the incarnation of the Lord, through which man became rich 
with the godhead of Christ. Paul is not asking them to be deprived so that others will be relieved, but that there 
should be equality for all. And he very aptly underlines that in the present case, their own surplus will be added to 
the deprivation of the poor Christians of Jerusalem, so that at another time, in the case of an upcoming need, for the 
opposite to happen. 
 

"God loves the cheerful giver"  
When the Apostle Paul writes how God loves the "cheerful giver", i.e. the one who gives with pleasure, with a good 
mood, he wants to emphasize that whoever loves God and recognizes that he belongs to Him, feels the presence of 
Christ in his being. Precisely this Presence gives him the fullness of joy (John 16:24), which in the end, gives him 
the joyfulness of offering to his fellow man. On the contrary, there is also the “he who sows sparingly", that is, he 
who accepts God's love, keeps it for himself and thus, on account of the clash of love with his egotistical desires, he 
becomes fainthearted. He demands to receive from the others, but refuses to offer. 
   
Offering as a liturgical act  
The person who shares God's love with the poor brothers, includes in him the whole of humanity, for whom he also 
prays like Christ at Gethsemane. This is how he emerges as a true person, a true hypostasis, as Saint Sophrony of 
Essex wrote. Therefore, his actions and deeds are done without selfishness. His offering does not become a value in 
and of itself, but a means of referring to God. And then, he himself becomes a handy vessel for channeling the gifts 
and benefactions of God. This way of liturgizing existence shows that love, philanthropy, almsgiving, fraternity, and 
ministry are liturgical actions, with which the people’s connection in Christ is sacredly performed. Since the love 
that is poured into the Body of the Church starts from God, passes through the hearts of people and ascends to the 
supracelestial altar, that is to the Lord Jesus Christ, Who accepts it as a blameless sacrifice and fragrant incense. 
Since from Him "every perfect gift" comes (James 1:17) and in Him it concludes as a gift of praise, as an offering of 
gratitude, thanksgiving and love.

Η ΑΓΑΠΗ ΣΤΟ ΣΩΜΑ ΤΗΣ ΕΚΚΛΗΣΙΑΣ  
Μέ τήν σημερινή ἀποστολική περικοπή ὁ ἀπόστολος Παῦλος δίνει τίς κατευθυντήριες γραμμές γιά νά οἰκειο-
ποιηθεῖ ὁ πιστός τήν κοινωνία τῆς ἀγάπης τοῦ Χριστοῦ καί νά συμβάλλει ἔτσι στήν ἀδιάκοπη κυκλοφορία της 
στό Σῶμα τῆς Ἐκκλησίας, σέ κάθε ἄνθρωπο, σέ ὅλη τήν κτίση. Γιατί, ὅταν ὁ ἄνθρωπος κατανοήσει ὅτι ἡ 
ἀγάπη τοῦ Θεοῦ εἶναι ἀπέραντη καί ὅτι ἐνῶ ἤμασταν πνευματικά νεκροί ἐξαιτίας τῶν παραπτωμάτων μας, ὁ 
Θεός μᾶς ξαναέδωσε ζωή μαζί μέ τόν Χριστό (Ἐφεσ. 2,5), τότε ὑφίσταται τήν «καλήν ἀλλοίωσιν». 
Ἀναγνωρίζει ὅτι ὁλόκληρη ἡ δημιουργία καί οἱ ἀνθρώπινες ὑπάρξεις εἶναι δῶρο, χάρισμα τῆς ἀγάπης τοῦ Θε-
οῦ καί ὅτι ὁ ἄνθρωπος δέν ἀνήκει στόν ἑαυτό του, ἀλλά στόν Θεό. Καί ἡ ἀποδοχή αὐτῆς τῆς ἀλήθειας σημα-
τοδοτεῖ ἕνα νέο ἦθος, μία καινούργια στάση ζωῆς ἐκ μέρους τοῦ πιστοῦ, ὥστε ὄχι μόνο τόν ἑαυτό του, ἀλλά 
καί τίποτε ἀπό αὐτά πού ἔχει νά μήν τά θεωρεῖ ἀποκλειστικά δικά του. Ἔτσι, αἰσθάνεται ὅτι ἡ ἐξάρτηση ἀπό 
τόν Θεό γίνεται ἡ αἰτία νά βιώνει τήν ἐν Χριστῷ ἐλευθερία ὡς κοινωνία ἀγάπης καί προσφορᾶς· ὡς 
ἀπεξάρτηση ἀπό τήν ἐγωκεντρικότητα, τήν λογικοκρατία, τήν ἰδιοτέλεια.  
 

Τό ἱστορικό πλαίσιο  
Στήν Β΄ πρός Κορινθίους ἐπιστολή, ἀπό τήν ὁποία προέρχεται ἡ περικοπή μας, ὁ Παῦλος κάνει ἐκτενῆ λόγο 
γιά τήν γενναιόδωρη προσφορά τῶν Ἐκκλησιῶν τῆς Μακεδονίας πρός τούς χριστιανούς τῶν Ἱεροσολύμων. 
Πληροφορεῖ τούς Κορινθίους ὅτι οἱ Μακεδόνες προσέφεραν περισσότερα ἀπό ὅσα εἶχαν τήν δυνατότητα νά 
προσφέρουν, καί μάλιστα ζητοῦσαν σάν χάρη νά τούς ἐπιτραπεῖ νά συμμετάσχουν σέ αὐτή τήν διακονία 
ἀγάπης. Ἔτσι, ὁ Ἀπόστολος ἐκφράζει τήν βεβαιότητα ὅτι καί οἱ Κορίνθιοι δέν θά ὑστερήσουν σέ αὐτό τό 
ἔργο· τούς παρακινεῖ νά δείξουν τήν γνησιότητα καί τῆς δικῆς τους ἀγάπης πρός τούς ἐνδεεῖς τῶν 
Ἱεροσολύμων. Ὡς πρότυπο ἀγάπης προβάλλει τόν ἴδιο τόν Κύριο, ὁ ὁποῖος, καθώς γράφει, «δι’ ὑμᾶς 
ἐπτώχευσε πλούσιος ὤν, ἵνα ὑμεῖς τῇ ἐκείνου πτωχείᾳ πλουτήσητε» (Β΄ Κορ. 8,9). Πτωχεία εἶναι ἡ συγκατά-
βαση, ἡ ἐνανθρώπηση τοῦ Κυρίου, διά τῆς ὁποίας ὁ ἄνθρωπος πλούτησε μέ τήν θεότητα τοῦ Χριστοῦ. Ὁ 
Παῦλος δέν τούς ζητεῖ νά στερηθοῦν ἐκεῖνοι γιά νά ἀνακουφισθοῦν οἱ ἄλλοι, ἀλλά νά ὑπάρχει σέ ὅλους 
ἰσότητα. Καί πολύ εὔστοχα ὑπογραμμίζει ὅτι στήν παροῦσα περίπτωση, τό δικό τους περίσσευμα θά προστε-
θεῖ στό ὑστέρημα τῶν πτωχῶν χριστιανῶν τῶν Ἱεροσολύμων, ὥστε μιά ἄλλη φορά, σέ ἐνδεχόμενη ἀνάγκη, νά 
συμβεῖ τό ἀντίθετο.  
 

«Ἱλαρόν γάρ δότην ἀγαπᾷ ὁ Θεός»  
Ὅταν ὁ ἀπόστολος Παῦλος γράφει πώς ὁ Θεός ἀγαπᾶ τόν «ἱλαρόν δότην», δηλαδή αὐτόν πού δίνει μέ εὐχαρί-
στηση, μέ καλή διάθεση, θέλει νά τονίσει ὅτι ὅποιος ἀγαπᾶ τόν Θεό καί ἀναγνωρίζει ὅτι ἀνήκει σέ Ἐκεῖνον, 
αἰσθάνεται στήν ὕπαρξή του τήν παρουσία τοῦ Χριστοῦ. Αὐτή ἀκριβῶς ἡ Παρουσία τοῦ δίνει τήν πληρότητα 
τῆς χαρᾶς (Ἰωάν. 16,24), ἡ ὁποία ἐν τέλει τοῦ χαρίζει τήν ἱλαρότητα τῆς προσφορᾶς πρός τόν συνάνθρωπο. 
Ἀντιθέτως, ὑπάρχει καί «ὁ σπείρων φειδομένως», δηλαδή αὐτός πού ἀποδέχεται τήν ἀγάπη τοῦ Θεοῦ, τήν κα-
τακρατεῖ γιά τόν ἑαυτό του καί ἔτσι, ἐξαιτίας τῆς ἐμπλοκῆς τῆς ἀγάπης μέ τίς ἐγωιστικές του ἐπιθυμίες, γίνε-
ται μικρόψυχος. Ἀπαιτεῖ νά λαμβάνει ἀπό τούς ἄλλους, ἀλλά ἀρνεῖται νά προσφέρει. Ἡ προσφορά ὡς πράξη 
λειτουργική Ὁ ἄνθρωπος πού μοιράζεται τήν ἀγάπη τοῦ Θεοῦ μέ τούς πτωχούς ἀδελφούς περικλείει μέσα του 
ὁλόκληρη τήν ἀνθρωπότητα, γιά τήν ὁποία καί προσεύχεται ὅπως ὁ Χριστός στήν Γεθσημανῆ. Ἔτσι 
ἀναδεικνύεται σέ ἀληθινό πρόσωπο, ἀληθινή ὑπόσταση, καθώς ἔγραφε ὁ ὅσιος Σωφρόνιος τοῦ Ἔσσεξ. Ὡς ἐκ 
τούτου, οἱ ἐνέργειες καί οἱ πράξεις του γίνονται χωρίς ἰδιοτέλεια. Ἡ προσφορά του δέν γίνεται αὐτοαξία, ἀλλά 
μέσον ἀναφορᾶς πρός τόν Θεό. Καί ἔπειτα, ὁ ἑαυτός του γίνεται εὔχρηστο σκεῦος γιά νά διοχετεύονται στούς 
συνανθρώπους οἱ δωρεές καί οἱ εὐεργεσίες τοῦ Θεοῦ. Αὐτός ὁ τρόπος λειτουργίας τῆς ὑπάρξεως δείχνει ὅτι ἡ 
ἀγάπη, ἡ φιλανθρωπία, ἡ ἐλεημοσύνη, ἡ ἀδελφοσύνη, ἡ διακονία εἶναι πράξεις λειτουργικές, μέ τίς ὁποῖες 
ἱερουργεῖται ὁ ἐν Χριστῷ σύνδεσμος τῶν ἀνθρώπων. Καθότι ἡ ἀγάπη πού διαχέεται στό Σῶμα τῆς Ἐκκλησίας 
ξεκινάει ἀπό τόν Θεό, περνάει ἀπό τίς καρδιές τῶν ἀνθρώπων καί ἀνέρχεται στό ὑπερουράνιο θυσιαστήριο, 
δηλαδή στόν Κύριο Ἰησοῦ Χριστό, ὁ Ὁποῖος τήν ἀποδέχεται ὡς θυσία ἄμωμη καί εὐῶδες θυμίαμα. Ἀφοῦ ἀπό 
Αὐτόν προέρχεται «πᾶν δώρημα τέλειον» (Ἰακ. 1,17) καί σέ Αὐτόν καταλήγει ὡς χαριστήριος αἶνος, ὡς προ-
σφορά εὐγνωμοσύνης, εὐχαριστίας καί ἀγάπης.
