These holy martyrs stood firm in their faith, refusing to deny the Lord even in the face of persecu-
tion and death. Their courage inspire us to think that faith in Christ is not something fragile, but a

living strength that sustains us through every trial.

Each of their names carries a message for us: Acindynos means “without danger,” Pegasios

“unhindered.” Together, they form a beautiful picture of what Christian life should be: faith that is

fearless, strong, generous, hopeful, and free.
