On the Feast of Saint Catherine — November 25

Beloved brothers and sisters in Christ,

On November 25, our Church celebrates the radiant and grace-filled Saint Catherine the Great
Martyr of Alexandria. She is one of the most beloved saints of our Orthodox tradition—a young woman
of extraordinary wisdom, deep faith, and courageous love for Christ. Though she lived more than seven-
teen centuries ago, her life still speaks to our hearts with a freshness that surprises us.

Saint Catherine was gifted with a brilliant mind and a heart completely devoted to God. When
she was pressured to deny her Christian faith, she did not answer with anger or fear but with a calm and
gentle confidence in the truth of Christ. Her words touched even the scholars who came to challenge her,
and her witness eventually led them—and many others—to believe. In her final trial, when the instru-
ment of torture prepared for her was shattered by God’s power, she showed us what it means to trust the
Lord completely. She gave her life with peace, receiving the crown of martyrdom from the Bridegroom
of her soul.

Here in Astoria, we are especially blessed. Saint Catherine is not only a saint we admire from afar;
she is one of our own heavenly protectors. In our community, she stands beside Saint George as the co-
patron of our beautiful church of Saints Catherine and George. Year after year, she prays over our fami-
lies, our children, our teachers, our students, and all who seek wisdom and truth. How fortunate we are to

walk under her mantle!

Faith and learning belong together. True wisdom is about being humble, not impressive.
It involves listening to God's voice, loving others sincerely, and standing up for the truth with
gentleness. Holiness is not an escape from the world; it is a way of engaging with it. This requi-
res clarity, respect, and courage. Purity of heart is not a weakness; it is a strength that trans-
forms those around us.

This week, I offer you a simple spiritual challenge in honor of Saint Catherine. Choo-

seooneoof these, and do it with love:

1. Read a few verses of Scripture each day—even five minutes. Ask God for a “wise
and understanding heart,” like the one He gave Saint Catherine.

2. Seek reconciliationsrwith someone. Send the message you have delayed, forgive so-
meone, or ask for forgiveness where needed. Peace always begins with a small step.

3. Offer a quiet act of mercy—visit someone, call someone who is lonely, help a family
in need, or give a little more generously this week to your community. Doing good
opens the mind and softens the heart.

In ourechurch, we will celebrate her feast with joy, bringing before Christ our stu-
dents, teachers, parents, and all who thirst for wisdom. Parents, bless your children befo-
re they study. Students, ask her to guide your mind. Adults inedifficult workplaces or
responsibilities, entrust your choices to Christ through her prayers. Remember: the Lord
does not require us to shout our faith, but to shine with it.

Let us also pause to give thanks to the Lord and honor our ancestors for our
church of Saints Catherine and George —a living place of prayer where the Saints” gentle
presenceois felt. May her protection and her example strengthen our community in unity,
faith, and hope.

May Saint Catherine bless each of you with wisdom, peace, and the joy of belon-
ging to Christ.

General Assembly - November 16, 2025

Astoria, NY — The Hellenic Orthodox Community of Astoria convened its General
Assembly, gathering clergy, parish leaders, and faithful members to review the state of
the Community and to set a united course for the future. The spirit of the meeting was
one of renewed unity, transparency, and shared commitment to strengthen the spiritual,
educational, and financial foundations of our beloved Community.

A Focus on Unity and Moving Forward

The Assembly opened with a call to leave behind the difficulties of the past and to work
together for the healing and growth of the Community. The Archiepiscopal Vicar Bishop
Athenagoras' address highlighted the tremendous potential of St. Demetrios, Sts.
Catherine and George, and the Greek-American School when all members labor in

harmony and good faith.

Financial Transparency and a Stabilization Plan with Overwhelming Support

A comprehensive review of the Community's finances was presented with full
transparency. Members received clear and detailed information about past challenges,
current realities, and a path forward through a financial stabilization plan, which was
endorsed overwhelmingly through multiple votes.

Actions approved include:

- Reaffirmation of the sale of the Community's 39% interest in the mixed-use property to
the Greek Orthodox Archdiocese of America for $3 million, pending approval by the
New York State Supreme Court.

- Extension and expansion of the Community's line of credit to $1.25 million.

- Acceptance of a generous $700,000 loan from a community member at favorable

interest rates.

Clarifying the Financial Oversight Agreement

The Financial Oversight Agreement with the Archdiocese was explained in detail. The
appointed Committee’s role is strictly supervisory: to monitor the stewardship of funds
advanced or guaranteed by the Archdiocese and to collaborate with the Parish Council
in approving major expenditures. Importantly, the Committee does not have the
authority to recommend sale of assets or real estate.

School Report: Excellence and Growth

The Chairman of the School Board offered an encouraging report on the academic
excellence of the St. Demetrios Greek-American School’s students and the ongoing
efforts to expand educational programs. With the financial measures approved today,
the School looks forward to enhancing curriculum offerings, improving teacher
compensation, and investing in the resources necessary to grow enrollment and

strengthen its mission.
Vibrant Ministries and Youth Engagement

Reports were also presented on the significant growth of the Community‘s ministries,
including youth programs, YAL, and religious education.

Audit & Election Committees and Parish Council Candidates

The General Assembly also nominated members to serve on the Audit Committee and
the Election Committee. In a strong expression of volunteerism and dedication,
numerous parishioners were nominated as candidates for the upcoming Parish Council
elections, which will fill seven open Parish Council member positions.

A Strong Spirit of Volunteerism

The Assembly concluded with many parishioners stepping forward to volunteer their

time and talents in support of the Community’s future.
